EVALUATING VALUE  

ÅValue differences create contrast in quilt designs  

 

ÅHave you tried using your  home scanner  to make 

black and white scans of fabric? In black and 

white, in can be easier to determine the relative 

value (light and dark) of fabrics  

 

ÅHave you tried using a red and/or green color filter?  

ÅGreen filter is best for cool colors  

ÅRed filter is best for warm colors

AUDITION QUILTING ON ACETATE  

ÅHave you tried auditioning quilting designs on a 

layer of acetate?  

ÅPin a sheet of acetate over quilt top on design wall  

ÅPut masking tape around edges to prevent drawing 

off edges  

ÅDraw quilting designs with a dry erase marker  

ÅYou can decide whether you like a design before 

stitching it  

ÅThe drawing is practice for full scale free motion  

ÅSuggestion from quilt teacher Patt  Blair 







GAINING DISTANCE  

ÅWe spend a lot of òup close and personaló time

ÅLooking at a design with squinted eyes?

ROTARY CUTTING  



IDEAL CUTTING HEIGHT  

 

Ideal height for rotary cutting is a surface about 6 

inches lower than your elbow height.
